(The Beginning) Exposition - Presentation of information the audience needs to understand the story’s action, such as character, character description and setting.

Characters: Fisherman and his wife, enchanted fish 

Setting:  pig-stye close by the sea, 
Action:  Fisherman caught enchanted fish that granted wishes, however he didn’t make a wish.
Rising Action – central part of the story during which various problems and complications arise that cause the characters to take action
The wife wants him to make a wish. 

(The Middle) Climax – highest point or turning point of the action.
The wife is never happy with the wishes, and always wants more
Falling Action – contains the action or dialogue necessary to lead the story to a resolution.
She wants to control the sun and the moon, she wants to be God

(The End) Resolution – end of story in which problems are solved.
The fish returned them to their pig-stye.
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
