Project-Based Approaches

By taking the Intel® Teach Elements: Project-Based Approaches course, you will benefit from a free just-in-time professional development opportunity that you can experience anytime and anywhere. You will experience a visually compelling course that provides deeper exploration of project-based learning using animated tutorials, audio dialogs, interactive exercises, and offline activities.

To receive your certificate of completion, you will need to participate in the course in three ways:

· E-learning: Learn concepts of project-based learning in interactive tutorials (approximately 5 hours individual work)

· Action Planning: Apply project-based approaches to your own classroom (8 to 12 hours of individual work)

· Facilitated Discussions: Share ideas and give feedback on Action Plan work (5 to 8 hours)

Project-Based Approaches Description

E-learning

The e-learning component of the Project-Based Approaches course has five modules plus an Orientation and Wrap-Up. Each module includes three to six lessons of interactive activities with exercises that introduce and explore concepts. Many of the activities are followed by an Action Plan task.

Action Plan

The Action Plan tasks are designed for application of the concepts to your own classroom. Course facilitation is structured around the Action Plan, with facilitation typically occurring after you complete two to three Action Plan tasks. By the end of the course, when you complete the Action Plan, you will have designed materials and activities to implement or improve project-based approaches in your classroom.

Discussions

At specified times throughout the course, you will participate in online discussions. These discussion formats may include whole group and small group discussions. Your participation is important. Sharing your ideas, providing feedback to others, and getting feedback from peers enriches your learning experience and improves your teaching practice.

Discussion Sessions

Time spent participating in discussions will vary. The times shown below are estimates of the amount of time you will spend posting and replying to discussions, about 60 minutes per module.
