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The tools in this area provide ideas for designing an elements course to best meet the needs of your professional development program, your audience, and course duration.
· Syllabi for Combined Courses – Example syllabi show how modules and lessons can be created by combining lessons or modules of multiple courses for a particular audience.  Use these modifications as a guide in creating your own variation of elements course. This area is for sharing course syllabi that you create.  
· Case Studies – Case studies present scenarios of how facilitators are using the elements courses to meet their teacher professional development needs. They profile current facilitators and their strategies, tips, and tricks. You will see different formats such as face-to-face, online and hybrid options. 
· Professional Learning Communities - Explore ways to integrate Professional Learning Communities into your facilitation of Elements courses.
