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Course Organization
Course organization tools help facilitators adapt activities, action plans, quizzes, and discussions to meet their needs.

· Action Plans – Three variations of the action plans support facilitators in efficient action plan development and review.  The original action plan, a shortened version of the original with tracked changes, and a summary action plan.  The two-page summary action plan form is intended for teachers to complete and submit as verification of completing a full action plan.  It provides a streamlined version for quick review and validation by facilitators.  
· Quiz Questions – A collection of the quiz questions and answers for each elements course with additional quiz questions support facilitators in developing to assessment processes for participants, including end of course self-assessment or verification of completion. 

· Course Discussion Questions – Additional discussion questions provide facilitators with more examples to engage participants in discussions either online or face-to-face.
