1. Individually spend 10-15 minutes exploring the topic of climate change,
taking brief notes on the topics you find and recording good information
sources for future reference.

2. Meet as a group and decide on an individual topic or two for each group
member to research.

3. Review the Research Checklist and decide on a format or process for taking
notes.

4. Conduct research individually and take notes on findings.

5. Synthesize research information.
