Activity 1: Research Strategies

[0 Open a new word processing document and type your name, date, and a title
[0 Create a list of Web sites to use in your expository essay according to an agreed-
on format
[0 Be sure that your sources are credible, and make sure sources:
[0 Are sponsored by an organization that you recognize
[0 Have everything on the Web site working correctly
[ Have content that can be checked against other sources
[1 Save your document

[0 Open a new word processing document and type your name, date, and a title
[0 Take notes from your sources and use a variety of note-taking formats, such as:
[J  Quotes
0 Paraphrases
[l  Summaries
[0 Facts and Data

[0 In your notes, be sure to:
[0 Record the sources
[1 Use quotation marks for authors’ exact words, even in paraphrases and
summaries
[0 Paraphrase and summarize thoroughly at the time of note-taking
[1 Save your documents
