The groups should check if the following questions have been addressed: 

· How great an earthquake risk does the area face?

· Is this city/area in a major fault zone? 

· When was the last occurrence of a severe earthquake?

· What was its ranking on the Richter scale? 

· To what extent is the city prepared for an earthquake?

· How did the earthquake affect people’s lives in the region? 

· What was/is the quality of construction in the region? 

· How did buildings and other structures fare in the quake? 
· Is your building earthquake resistant? 
· How can you make your building (already constructed) Earthquake resistant?
· Have the buildings been insured against Earthquakes?
· Do you think people are aware about this facility? 
· Do you think construction engineers and architects need to be familiar with earthquakes?  

· Do they always take geologists’ recommendations when designing buildings and structures? Why or why not? 
· Do you think the materials and techniques used to make buildings and other structures are safe during earthquakes? 

· What role do local agencies play in the recovery of earthquakes?

· Are the builders testing the soil type before commencing the construction?
· Are you aware of the Building Bye –laws?

· Have there been any changes in the building Bye -laws?

· Has the locality planned any contingency plan for such eventualities? 

· How did politicians react to the earthquake?  

· What kind of information would people require to help them prepare for an earthquake?
