· Demonstrates a good knowledge of the text and the question 

· Comes to the seminar prepared, with notes and a marked or annotated text

· Shows active listening, offers clarification and/or follow-up 

· Relies on the text to drive his or her comments


	· Offers some analysis, but needs prompting from the seminar leader

· Demonstrates a general knowledge of the text and question 

· Is less prepared, with few notes and no marked or annotated text

· Actively listens, but does not offer clarification and/or follow-up to others’ comments 

· Relies more on his or her opinion, and less on the text to drive his or her comments

	· Offers little commentary

· Comes to the seminar ill-prepared with little understanding of the text and question 

· Does not listen to others, offers no commentary to further the discussion
