Chain-of-Events for The Panchatantra Tale — The Blue Jackal

This is a sample graphic organizer a student might create.

First Event

One day when the blue Jackal Is holding court, he hears a
oroup of Jackals howling. He beains to loudly respond [n his
natural volce,

Fifth Event

On hearing the howl, the llons and other animals Immedlately
recognize that thelr king was after all a Jackal and not a
Godsend, pounce on the blue Jackal and kil hilm.
