� put points in perspective 

 

� Facilitating: 

� keep discussion on track 

� help direct creation of timeline and setting of priorities 

� help direct division of tasks 

� help identify necessary changes and encourage group action for 

change 

 

� Questioning: 

� stimulate discussion by presenting different points of view 

� challenge weak ideas 

 

� Problem solving: 

� work to resolve differences 

� seek alternative solutions
