(c) Protecting aPerson Subject to a Subpoena.

(1) Avoiding Undue Burden or Expense; Sanctions. A party or
attorney rcsponsiblcfor issuing and serving a subpoenamust take
reasonabl e stepsto avoid imposing undue burden or expenseon a
person subject to the subpoena. Theissuing court must enforce this
duty and imposean appropriatesanction — which may includelost
earningsand reasonable attorney's fees— ona party or attorney
who failsto comply.

(2) Command to Produce Materials or Permit | nspection.

(A) Appearance Not Required. A pcrson commanded to produce
documents, el ectronically stored information, or tangible things: or
to permit the inspectionof premises, need not appear in person at the
place of productionor inspection unlessa so commanded to appear
for adeposition, hearing, or trial.

(B) Objections. A person commanded to produce documents or
tangiblethingsor to permit inspection may serve onthe party or
atorney designatedin the subpoenaa writtenobjectionto
inspecting, copying, testing or samplingany or all of the materialsor
to inspecting the premises — or to producing electronically stored
informationin the form or formsrequested. The objection must be
served beforethe earlier of the time specified for complianceor 14
daysafter the subpoenaisserved. If an objectionismade, the
following rulesapply:

(i) At any time, on noticeto the commanded person, the sewing
party may move the issuing court for an order compelling production
or inspection.

(i) Theseacts may be required only asdirectedintheorder, and
the order must protect a person who i s neither a party nor a party's
officer from significant expenseresulting from compliance.

(3) Quashing or Medifying a Subpoena.

(A) When Required. Ontimely mation, theissuing court must
quash or modify a subpoenathat:

(i) failsto allow areasonabletimeto comply;

(i) requiresa person who is neither a party nor aparty's officer
to travel morethan 100 milesfrom wherethat personresides, is
employed, or regularly transacts businessin person — except that,
subject to Rule 45(c)(3)(B)(iii), the person may be commanded to
atend atrial by travelingfrom any such place withinthe state whcrc
thetrial isheld;

(iii) requiresdisclosureof privileged or other protected matter, if
no exception or waiver applies; or

(iv) subjectsa personto undue burden.

(B) When Permitted. To protect a person subject to or affected by
a subpoena, theissuing court may, on motion, quash or modify the
subpoenaif it requires:

(i) disclosing atrade secret or other confidential research,
development, or commercia infonnation;

(i) disclosing an unretained expert's opinion or infonnationthat
docsnat describe specific occurrences in dispute and results from
theexpert's study that was not requested by aparty; or

(iii) a person who isneither a party nor aparty's officer to incur
substantial expenseto travel more than 100 miles to attend trial.

(C) Specifying Conditionsasan Alternative. | n the circumstances
described in Rule 45(c)(3)(B), the court may, instead of quashing or
modifying a subpoena, order appearanceor productionunder
spccificd conditionsif the serving party:

(i) showsasubstantial need for the testimony or material that
cannot be otherwisemet without undue hardship; and

(ii) ensuresthat the subpoenaed pcrson will be reasonably
compensated.

(d) Dutiesin Responding to a Subpoena.

(1) Producing Documentsor Electronically Stored Information.
These proceduresapply to producing documentsor electronically
stored information:

(A)Documents. A person responding to a subpoenato produce
documents must producethem asthey are kept in the ordinary
courseof businessor must organizeand label them to correspond to
the categoriesin the demand.

B) Formfor Producing Electronically Stored Information Not
Soecified. I a subpoenadocs not specify aform for producing
electronically stored informeation, the person responding must
produceit in a form or formsin whichitisordinarily maintained or
in areasonably usableform or forms.

(C) Electronically Sored Information Produced in Only One
Form. The person responding need not producethe same
eectronically stored infonnationin more than oneform.

(D) Inaccessible ElectronicallySored Information. The pcrson
responding need not providediscovery of electronically stored
information from sources that the person identifiesas not reasonably
access blebecause of undue burdenor cost. On motion to compel
discovery or for aprotective order, the person responding must show
that the informationis not reasonably accessiblebecauseof undue
burdenor cost. If that showing is made, the court may nonetheless
order discovery from such sourcesif the requesting party shows
good cause, considering the limitationsof Rule 26(0)(2)(C). The
court may specify conditions for the discovery.

(2) @ ai ning Privilegeor Protection.

(A) InformationWithheld. A person withholding subpoenaed
informationunder aclaimthat it is privilegedor subject to
protection as trial-preparationmaterial must:

(i) expressly make the clam, and

(ii) describethe nature of the withhelddocuments,
communications,or tangible thingsin a manner that, without
revealinginformationitself privileged or protected, will enablethe
partiesto assesstheclaim.

(B) Information Produced If information produced in responseto a
subpoenais subject to aclaim of privilegeor of protectionastrial-
preparationmaterial, the pcrsonmeking the claim may notify any
party that received theinformationof theclaim and the basisfor it.
After being notified, a party must promptly return, sequester, or
destroy the specified informationand any copiesit has must not use
or disclosetheinformation until the claim isresolved; must take
reasonablestepsto retrievethe informationif the party disclosedit
before being notified; and may promptly present theinfonnationto
the court under sedl for adeterminationof the claim. The person
who produced the information must preservetheinformation until
theclaim isresolved.

(€) Contempt. The issuing court may hold in contempt a person
who, having been sewed, fail swithout adequate excuseto obey the
subpoena. A nonparty’s failureto obey must be excusedif the
subpoena purportsto require thenonparty to attend or produceat a
placeoutsidethelimitsof Rule 45(c)(3)(A)({i).
