We haven't had much of a chance, 
obviously, yet to study it and consider it, hut it 
does appear at frst blush to be a good-faith 
counteroffer. 

So what we've done, subject to Your 
Honor's permission, is set up a call with Fry's for 
next week on Tuesday, at which time we'll give Fry's 
our questions about their counter-proposal and have a 
discussion about that. 

We may also send Fty's some 
questions in advance if we're able to do that, with 
the goal of spending some time next week hying to 
resolve this last major issue that separates us. And 
we would propose, jointly with Fly's and AMD, that wl 
set up another call to report to Your Honor on Friday 
of next week. We were suggesting maybe 4 o'clock 
your time to try to do that. 

JUDGE POPPITI: Okay. Mr. Powell? 
MR.POWELL: Yes, Frv's is in 
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agreement. Mr. Small has accurately reflected the 
status of the discussions, and we are agreeable to a 
call next Friday.
