any other developments regarding the status of Judge 

Farnan's order. 

MR. POWELL: This is Mike Powell for 

Frys. I can say today that Frys is not appealing Judge 

Farnan's order, and I think I will let Dan Small address 

his view of how things are progressing, but we are in 

discussions and we do have a production date set right 

now that we may need a little bit of relief from 

depending on how the discussions go, but I will let Dan 

Small address that for us. 

MR. SMALL: This is Dan Small, Your 

Honor. I am happy to address that. We have had 

conversations with Frys. We are making progress, I 

believe, towards an appropriate production from Prys. In 



fact, we have spent two calls now discussing some of the 

details and the timing of the production, and, basically, 

what we worked out so far is that in return for 

cooperation from Frys on certain issues that otherwise 

might get to Your Honor, we will give Frys some 

additional time to pull together the data that we need. 

We currently have agreed to give them 

one extra week of time for the production and we have 

told Frys that if they continue to provide cooperation 

and to do so on a timely basis, that we would entertain 

further extensions of the deadline. 

MR. POWELL: Your Honor, if I could just 

put a date on that, I think we are in agreement that, 

presently, the production deadline is March 7th, 2008. 

SPECIAL MASTER POPPITI: Okay. 

MR. SMALL: That is correct, Your Honor. 

SPECIAL MASTER POPPITI: With that, I 

mean, it seems to me it makes some sense to ask that 

there be a preparation of a form of order, 

20 notwithstanding the fact that you have got your record 

21 protected by virtue of this record, I think it's 

22 important for it to be a docketed entry as a form of 

23 order. So I would like one of you to propose who should 

24 be drafting that order ultimately for my entry and for 
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1 Judge Farnan's ultimate signature. 

2 MR. POWELL: Dan, we are happy to draft 

3 a form of order regarding the production deadline. 

4 SPECIAL MASTER POPPITI: Okay. 

5 MR. SMALL: That would be great if you 

6 could shoot us a draft of that, Mike, to look at that. 

7 MR. POWELL: Certainly. 

8 SPECIAL MASTER POPPITI: Mr. Powell, 

9 when would you expect you will be able to have that 

10 drafted and ultimately on my desk? 

11 MR. POWELL: I would anticipate 

circulating it to Class by the end of the business day 

here in California and I am sure we can probably have it 

submitted to the Court tomorrow. 

MR. SMALL: That should work, Your 

Honor. 

SPECIAL MASTER POPPITI: Then let me 

look for end of business East Coast tomorrow. 

Any other matters, then, please? 

MR. POWELL: Not at this time. Your 

21 Honor
