Some jumpers have a small tab on top that you can grip with your
fingertips or with a pair of fine needle nosed pliers. If your jumpers do not have such a
tab, take care when using needle nosed pliers to remove or install a jumper; grip the
narrow sides of the jumper with the pliers, never the wide sides. Gripping the wide sides
can damage the contacts inside the jumper, causing intermittent problems with the
function controlled by that jumper. Take care to grip with, but not squeeze, the pliers or
other tool you use to remove a jumper, or you may bend or break the pins on the board.

This Slimline USB Floppy/CD-ROM/DVD-ROM Drive Kit supports the following
slimline drives in the Intel® Server Chassis SC5400 or Intel® Entry Server Chassis
SC5299-E:

* A USB slimline floppy drive AND
¢ A slimline CD-ROM drive OR slimline DVD-ROM drive

This accessory kit is required to connect a slimline floppy drive, slimline CD-ROM drive
or slimline DVD-ROM drive to the server board.

Note: You can install either a slimline CD-ROM drive OR a slimline DVD-ROM drive. You
cannot install both.

Note: Standard floppy drives are not supported.

Before You Begin

Before installing this kit, observe these safety guidelines:
1. Turn off all peripheral devices connected to the server.

2. Turn off the server by pressing the power button on the front of the chassis. Then
unplug the AC power cord from the chassis or wall outlet.

3. Label and disconnect all peripheral cables and all telecommunication lines connected
to /O connectors or ports on the back of the chassis.

4. Provide electrostatic discharge (ESD) protection by wearing an anti-static wrist strap
attached to a chassis ground - any unpainted metal surface - when handling
components.

Preparing Slimline Drive Assembly for Installation into a Server

Unpack Contents of Kit

1. Unpack the contents of the Slimline USB Floppy/CD-ROM/DVD-ROM Dirive Kit.
(See “Kit Content List (AXXCDUSBFDBRK)” on page 1 for a complete list of kit
contents.)

Remove Drive Cage from Drive Bay

1. Remove the two screws (see letter “A” in the following figure) that attach the drive
cage to the drive bay.

2. Tilt the rear of the drive cage up (see letter “B”).
3. Pull the drive cage back.

5. Disengage the cage top from the tabs on the right side of the drive cage.
6. Remove the cage top (see letter “B”).

Install Slimline USB Floppy Drive

1. Insert the slimline floppy drive into the bottom tray of the drive cage.

2. Line up the screw holes on the left and right sides of the slimline floppy drive with the
corresponding holes in the drive cage (see letter “A” in the following figure). The

front of the slimline floppy drive will extend slightly out from the front of the drive
cage.

3. Use four screws from the bag marked “FDU” to attach the drive to the drive cage (two

screws on each side). Do not completely tighten these screws until the CD-ROM/
DVD-ROM drive is inserted into the drive cage.

Install Slimline CD-ROM or DVD-ROM Drive

Note: You can install either a slimline CD-ROM drive OR a slimline DVD-ROM drive.You
cannot install both.

Note: For Intel supplied CD-ROM/DVD-ROM drives, the correct setting is “No Jumper™.

Note: For non-Intel supplied CD-ROM/DVD-ROM drives, see the documentation that came
with your slimline drive for master/slave jumper settings.

1. Turn the drive cage so that the metal flange at the side of the drive extends to the right.

2. Lay the slimline CD-ROM drive or the slimline DVD-ROM drive in the drive cage,
with the front of the drive facing you. The slimline CD-ROM drive/DVD-ROM drive
lies on top of the slimline floppy drive.

3. Insert the backplane connector into the drive connector (see letter “A” in the
following figure).

4. Use two screws from the bag marked “A” to secure backplane to slimline CD-ROM/
DVD-ROM drive (see letter “B”).

Insert Drive Cage into Drive Bay

1. Insert the front of the device cage into the drive bay then lower the back of the drive
cage (see letter “A” in the following figure). When properly positioned, the front of
the cage will be flush and the screw holes in the drive cage will match the screw holes
in the bottom of the drive bay.

2. Use two screws to secure the drive cage to the drive bay (see letter “B”).

Remove Bezel Assembly

The bezel assembly consists of two parts, an inner bezel door and an outer bezel door.
Both parts comprise the bezel assembly in the pedestal configuration. In the rack
configuration, only the inner bezel door is used.

To remove the bezel assembly:

1. Release the two plastic tabs (see letter “A” in the following figure) on the left side of
the bezel assembly to disengage the tabs.

2. Rotate the bezel assembly (see letter “B”) no more than 40 degrees outward.
3. At a40-degree angle, push the bezel assembly away from the chassis (see letter “C”).

4. If the bezel assembly does not immediately disconnect from the chassis, tap the left-
hand side of the bezel assembly to disengage the bezel hooks on the right-hand side of

the chassis.

Caution: Do not rotate the bezel assembly more than 40 degrees or you will damage the bezel hooks
on the right-hand side of the bezel assembly.

Re-install Bezel Assembly

Note: Both the outer bezel door and inner bezel door are used when the chassis is configured for
the pedestal position. For rack-configured systems, only the inner bezel door is used.

1. For a pedestal-configured system, open the outer bezel door of the bezel assembly
(see letter “A” in the following figure).

2. For both pedestal- and rack-configured systems, remove the filler panel from the inner
bezel door that corresponds to the installed slimline drive assembly.

3. For pedestal-configured systems, close the outer bezel door (see letter “B”).

4. Fit the right edge of the bezel assembly against the right side of chassis and engage
plastic bezel hooks (see letter “C”) into raised metal slots at chassis edge.

Caution: Do not attach bezel assembly to chassis at more than a 40-degree angle
or you will damage the bezel hooks on the right side of the bezel
assembly.

5. Rotate bezel assembly toward chassis and latch the two plastic tabs (see letter “D”") on
left side of bezel assembly to chassis.
