Description

Intel has identified an issue with the Intel Server Chassis SR2400 where a slim-line optical drive may stick when
ejecting the drive tray.

Root Cause
During system integration, the slim-line optical drive assembly may be inserted too far into the drive bay causing the
optical drive tray to catch underneath the chassis sheet metal.

Corrective Action / Resolution
Intel has redesigned the release latch of the slim-line optical drive carrier to prevent the drive assembly from traveling
too far into the drive bay.

Intel has implemented a change to all the affected products to include the redesigned drive carrier. Reference Product
Change Notification (PCN) 104925-01 for product change details.
