Installing or removing jumpers: A jumper is a small plastic encased conductor that slips
over two jumper pins. Some jumpers have a small tab on top that you can grip with your
fingertips or with a pair of fine needle nosed pliers. If your jumpers do not have such a
tab, take care when using needle nosed pliers to remove or install a jumper; grip the
narrow sides of the jumper with the pliers, never the wide sides. Gripping the wide sides
can damage the contacts inside the jumper, causing intermittent problems with the
function controlled by that jumper. Take care to grip with, but not squeeze, the pliers or
other tool you use to remove a jumper, or you may bend or break the pins on the board.
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Rail Kit Install Guide

The Intel® Storage System SSR212MA or Intel® Storage System SSR212CC chassis is
designed to be installed in cabinets that are 19 in (483 mm) wide by up to 36 in (914 mm)
deep. A set of rack mounting rails is provided in this kit and will accommodate either
square or round hole rack-mounting methods.

When mounting the storage system into a cabinet, the front mount brackets are attached to
the front of the chassis and a set of rear support brackets are attached to the back of the
cabinet. This allows the weight of the system to be as evenly distributed as possible.

Rail Kit Installation Instructions

Warning: :Lifting the storage system and attaching it to the rack is a two-person operation. If
needed, use an appropriate lifting device.

Prepare System

1. Read all caution and safety statements listed in this document before performing any
of the steps. See the Intel® Server Boards and Server Chassis Safety Information
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document at http://support.intel.com/support/motherboards/server/sh/cs-010770.htm
for a complete listing of all caution and safety statements.

Caution: Before performing any maintenance on the system, back up the data. For the Intel®
Storage System SSR212MA, follow the instructions in the Intel® Storage System Software
User Manual for shutting down the system. For the Intel® Storage System SSR212CC,
follow the instructions in the operating system manual for shutting down the system.

2. Turn off all peripheral devices connected to the storage system. Turn off the storage
system.

3. Disconnect the AC power cord(s).

4. Remove the inner and outer rails from their packaging. Separate the inner rail from
the outer rail by sliding it out toward the front of the rail assembly.

Prepare Right Inner Rails

5. Perform the following steps on the right inner rail.

a. Using a 2.0-mm hex driver, attach the right inner rail to the chassis using four
screws (see letter “A” in the following figure).

b. Using a 2.0-mm hex driver, attach the latch to the right inner rail (see letter “B™).

¢. Ensure that the latch is oriented with the spring arm located against the stop. For
the right rail, the longer arm of the latch should be toward the bottom with the
“OPEN” arrow on the latch pointing up (see letter “C”).

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Prepare Left Inner Rails

6. Perform the following steps on the left inner rail.

a.
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Using a 2.0-mm hex driver, attach the left inner rail to the chassis using four
screws (see letter “A” in the following figure).

Using a 2.0-mm hex driver, attach the latch to the side rail (see letter “B”).

Ensure that the latch is oriented with the spring arm located against the stop. For
the left inner rail, the longer arm of the latch should be toward the top and the
“OPEN” arrow pointing down (see letter “C”).

Prepare Rack

7. Perform the following steps on both the left and right outer rails:

a. Align the location pin at the rear of the outer rail with the rear rack post (see letter
“A’” in the following figure).

b. Extend the outer rail to fit between the front and rear rack posts.

¢. Using a#2 Phillips screwdriver, secure the rear (see letter “B”) and front (see letter
“C”) of the outer rail to the rack using four screws and washers. The screws should
be left loose enough to allow sideways movement of the outer rail in the rack slots.

d. With a Phillips screwdriver, tighten the clamping screws (see letter “D”).

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Install System in Rack

8. Lift the storage system and align chassis with the mounted outer rails.

9. Insert the inner rails of the chassis into the mounted outer rails and push system
toward the rear of the rack.

10. Tighten the rear screws on both the right and left side of the chassis.
11. Withdraw the chassis until it reaches a hard stop (about 400 mm or 16 in).

12. Tighten the front screws on both the right and left side of the chassis and then return
the storage system to its fully home position.

13. Secure the storage system to the rack by tightening the captive fasteners on the front
of the rack handles (see letter “A” in the following figure).
