Corporate


Fujitsu is still short of making a corporate commitment to WinPad.  However, we move closer as we have come to terms on an LOI, due to be signed this month.  MS, the product development group (especially Ms. Saito) and FPS (Santa Clara) continue to pressure Fujitsu to make a strong commitment. 


Product


Chipset has yet to be determined.  MS provided the best information possible on chipset choices, and suggested Fujitsu contact AMD.  Our recommendations for 386 are hampered by their perception that a 486 will be required for the Asian language versions.  MS needs to come to closure on processor recommendations here.  Current plans are to do a 486 as they believe they need this for Japanese.  Fujitsu wants to produce a single hardware design for the world market. Particular interest in National’s chipset plans.  


Current product target is mid-1995.  Fujitsu feels they will be competing primarily in a vertical market.  They see their device as a replacement for the $1800 special purpose handheld device being sold today.


Plans are to make a final decision, and create a product and marketing plan in October.
