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Company Background


GSL is a six year old company, publicly traded on the Hong Kong exchange.  Their main business is in electronic translators, comprising over 80% of revenues.  Since going public 1 year ago they have begun to diversify into computers, telecomms, and toys.


Product


Currently GSL offers 2 XT type palm-top products.  These are DOS based machines meant to target the HP-95 audience.  They are primarily used in vertical applications.  We were shown one such machine - it was much larger than the HP, perhaps even larger than the Poquet machine.  It did include speech synthesis, which is an extension of the GSL translator products.  It is expected to run translation, but has seen particular acceptance with visually impaired users.


Next generation products are being contemplated.  Expectations are for a text-based organizer with pen input, like the Zaurus, but lower end.  Also discussed was a 68000 based system, using proprietary OS but supporting DOS file interchange, using PCMCIA and supporting third party development in C.  


Misc.


GSL feels that an open system is required for their next generation product.  However, they value low cost over simple development, product size, GUI, or connectivity.  They feel data interchange is important, but not synchronization.


It was suggested that porting the GSL translation applications to WinPad and making these available to OEMs and/or consumers would be valuable.  GSL would like an SDK to evaluate.
