Tasks and Commands


Here’s a quick reference to the Fine Artist commands. The commands are organized by general categories(brushes, paint. Under each category, you’ll find specific tasks(selecting a watercolor brush, blending two colors within a shape(with the tools and commands you’ll use to complete the tasks.


Using the reference to choose a command


Locate the task.


Click the tool shown in Step 1 for the task.


Click the command shown in Step 2, or make your selection.


Hint: Many of the Fine Artist tools have several banks of commands. When a tool has additional banks of commands, you’ll see a Browser to the left of the Flying Carpet Bag. You use the arrows on the Browser to display the other banks of commands.


If you click the tool shown in Step 1 and don’t see the command shown in Step 2, click the arrows on the Browser until you see the command shown in Step 2.

For additional guidance as you use Fine Artist, turn on Help, and select a tool or command to see step-by-step help, as well as hints and tips.
