Chadron State College is part of the state college system in Nebraska and located in the sparsely populated northwest corner of the state. Chadron State is a small college with a campus population of about 2700 students. As the closest four-year college or university in Nebraska is 350 miles to the southeast, it has both a broad undergraduate offering as well as graduate offerings in education and business.


Chadron State College received an academic year license for Microsoft Works; the software was installed in the general computer lab Macintosh and Windows machines during the fall of 1994. The Education Division of the college has used this software in Educ 224, Audiovisual and Computer Technology, to support projects in word processing, database, charts and graphs from the spreadsheet, as well as creating and manipulating graphics. Students in the Language Arts Department use the word processing capabilities extensively in the composition courses.


Students from other college departments use the software for various aspects of their programs. They are exposed to Microsoft products by their instructors as Microsoft Word is a common word processing program purchased for faculty machines. A description of this program has been in the Eagle, the campus newspaper, and will be presented at the April 27 and 28 NETA conference in Omaha, Nebraska.

The University of Nebraska-Lincoln Teachers College has three steps for preparing pre-service teachers to use a variety of technologies as management, teaching, and learning tools.  The first step is the Teachers College Technology Requirement, which is required of students prior to admission to the college.  The second step of the technology goal is the undergraduate course Curriculum & Instruction 359, Instructional Technology.  The purpose of C&I 359 is to teach pre-service teachers how to develop educational material and how to integrate technology-based instruction into the curriculum.  The third step is to integrate technology into the teaching method courses and student teaching. The Microsoft Teacher Education Partnership program provides software for each of these steps.  Students use Microsoft Works to develop quizzes, resumes, daily activity charts, posters, and awards.  Students also use MS Works to write articles that are used in newsletters developed through WorksWizard.  Finally, students are responsible for writing software reviews and lesson plans for the the Microsoft CD ROMs, Creative Writer, and Fine Artist.
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
