· Microsoft employees send 2,600 e-mail requests to the library per month.
· The library circulates more than 9,000 items worldwide per month, including books, videos, software, and reports.

· Microsoft’s state-of-the-art conference center and Executive Briefing Center hosts many of the events held on the Microsoft campus.

· Microsoft Studios provides complete production services for all types of film and video projects.
