The Microsoft .NET Logo

· Is considered artwork and may not be recreated or modified in any way. 
· Never appears connected to or part of any other symbol or icon (except for the trademark symbols, which should always accompany the logo). It is connected to various product logotypes as specified in the lockup guidelines below.
· Should not be contained within a box, circle, or other shape.
Full color version

The colors of the Microsoft .NET logo are an important part of the logo. Use it in full color whenever possible.  These colors are identical to the Microsoft colors, and should conform to the following standards.

The full color logo should always be placed on a white background. 
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Gray scale and line art  

The Microsoft .NET logo may be used as a gray scale blend or black line art as shown below. The type may not be screened back.

Reversing the logo
The gray scale blend and line art logos can be placed on a color or black background to ensure clarity and readability.

Clear space
To properly stage the logo, a minimum clearance must be maintained between the logo and other elements. The clear space around the logo is always equal to ½ the height of the lowercase letters in “.net.”
Typography
The typeface for all Microsoft .NET communications is Microsoft Franklin Gothic. 

Size 
To ensure accurate reproduction, do not display the logo smaller than 5/8 inch in width.
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Orientation
The logo should always be displayed horizontally.  It should never appear in a vertical position or vary in orientation from anything shown on this site.  

Legal guidelines when using the Microsoft .NET logo 

Include the "TM" symbol next to the Microsoft .NET logo when it appears as a unique graphic element. 

Microsoft trademark footnote 

Microsoft and the .NET logo are either registered trademarks or trademarks of Microsoft Corporation in the United States and/or other countries.

Using .NET logo with other Microsoft brands

When using the .NET logo with other Microsoft brands .NET should always be used as a suffix.  
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Legal guidelines when using .NET logo with another Microsoft product
Include the "TM" symbol next to the .NET logo when it appears next to a Microsoft product name. Also, apply the normal trademark bug following established trademark names.

Note: Do not include trademark symbols next to our non-trademarked Microsoft product names in the logotype.  For example, Microsoft Office:

General guidelines for using .NET in text 
URLs
· When using .NET as part of a URL, it should be keyed as follows: microsoft.com/net
Text
· When referring to any form of .NET in text, it should always appear in upper case. 

· There is always a space between Microsoft and .NET:

Microsoft .NET

· There is no space between product names and .NET:
Windows.NET

Office.NET

Visual Studio.NET

· Never refer to dot NET

· Never omit the . in .NET  

· Never use plural form (.NETs)

· Never use possessive form (.NET’s)

· Always use full name in first mention of body copy:  

Microsoft® .NET 

Microsoft® Windows.NET

Microsoft® Office.NET

· After first mention, you may use the abbreviated name: 

.NET

Windows.NET

Office.NET

· You may use the abbreviated name in headlines so long as the full name is provided at first mention in body copy (Microsoft .NET, Microsoft Windows.NET, Microsoft Office.NET). 

· .NET at the end of a sentence should be punctuated as normal with required periods, commas, etc.

Legal guidelines for using .NET in text

· In first mention you must trademark the word Microsoft (Microsoft® .NET).
· Do NOT include any trademark symbols with the name, .NET.  
· Do not include trademark symbols next to trademarked product names such as Windows, Visual Studio, or any other trademark when directly joined with .NET: 
Microsoft® Windows.NET  

Microsoft® Visual Studio.NET

Microsoft trademark footnote to be used in text
Include those product names normally claimed as trademarks in the trademark footnote; however, do not include the .NET portion of the name in the trademark footnote. 

Example:

If you have a white paper that mentions Microsoft Windows.NET, Office.NET, Outlook.NET and Passport.NET, the trademark footnote should take the following form because "Office" and "Passport" are not Microsoft claimed trademarks: 

Microsoft, Windows and Outlook are either registered trademarks or trademarks of Microsoft Corporation in the United States and/or other countries.
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
